FRIDA KAHLO (1907-1954) — THE
FACE OF RESILIENCE

Style: Surrealism, Self-Portraiture
Famous Works: The Two Fridas, Self-Portrait with
Thorn Necklace and Hummingbird

Frida Kahlo’s deeply personal self-portraits reflect
pain, passion, and identity. Despite lifelong health
struggles, she blended Mexican folk traditions,
symbolism, and surrealism, making her one of the
most recognizable artists in history. Her legacy
inspires artists to embrace self-expression.
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AMRITA SHER-GIL (1913-1941) — INDIA'S
REBEL ARTIST

Style: Post-Impressionism, Indian Modernism
Famous Works: Three Girls, Young Girls, Self-
Portrait

A pioneer of modern Indian art, Amrita Sher-Gil
merged European techniques with Indian themes,
capturing the raw beauty of rural India. Her
evocative work highlights the emotions and
struggles of Indian women, inspiring young artists
to explore their heritage.

GEORGIA O'KEEFFE (1887-1986) — THE
MOTHER OF AMERICAN MODERNISM

Style: Abstract, Floral, Landscapes
Famous Works: Jimson Weed, Red Canna, Sky Above
Clouds IV

Georgia O’Keeffe transformed American modern art
with her bold depictions of flowers, bones, and
landscapes. Her work, often symbolizing strength
and femininity, broke barriers in a male-dominated
field, encouraging artists to find beauty in everyday
details.
